Circle Time: Lively discussion about the theme, weather, calendar,
assignment of classroom jobs, number and/or letter of the week.
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Discovery Time: Use of themes and fun activities help to encourage a
child’s desire to learn about their world, with time for discovery through
hands-on experiences, art projects, learning centers, group work, and motor
activities.

Small Motor Development: Various fun & creative techniques of sensory
exploration to foster small muscle control for skills such as cutting and “
writing. As children progress they practice writing upper and lower case

letters, and learn sounds of vowels and consonants.
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Music: Creative weekly music class led by a certified music teacher.

Snacks: Time each day to re-energize and socialize while enjoying healthy
snacks.
