OUR DAY AT LITTLE LAMBS 

Our daily schedule balances structured learn-
ing, creative exploration, and active play while 
nurturing Christian values and building strong 
foundations for kindergarten and beyond. 

Circle Time – Themes, calendar, weather, class-
room jobs, and the letter or number of the 
week. 
Discovery Time – Hands-on learning through 
art, centers, group activities, and themed ex-
ploration. 

Fine Motor Skills – Activities that strengthen 
cutting, writing, and early phonics skills. 
Music – Weekly music class led by a certified 
instructor. 
Chapel & Bible Time – Weekly chapel and dai-
ly activities that share Bible stories, songs, and 
Christian values. 
Snacks – Daily snack time to socialize and re-
energize; occasional cooking activities. 
Math, Science & Reading Readiness – Early 
learning concepts introduced through play 

and guided activities. 
Active Play – Daily outdoor play takes place on 
our large, fenced playground, with a spacious 
indoor play area available during inclement 
weather. . 
Independence Skills – Practice with hand-
washing, bathroom routines, and other self-

help skills.

Enrollment Requirements
